At her ninth birthday party, Farrow fell while 

playing and couldn’t get up. Doctors diagnosed 

polio. She was hospitalized for eight months, her 

childhood coming to a screeching halt.  Ever since, 

she has been drawn to humanitarian causes.  In 

September 2000, she was appointed as a UNICEF 

goodwill ambassador and has traveled on 

humanitarian missions to Angola, Botswana, 

Nigeria,  Her12-year-old son, Thaddeus, 

contracted polio when he lived in an orphanage in 

India. 

 

”I think it gave me an exaggerated sense of empathy for anyone suffering and a precocious 

knowledge of that other world – the world of illness and stigma. With knowledge comes 

responsibility. So, it may have led to the fact that I have adopted 10 children and that most of 

them have had special needs. 
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
